Minutes of a meeting of Cusop Parish Council
Held in Cusop Village Hall on 17th April 2019

Present:  Councillors J. Wesley (Chairman), D. Evans A. Fryers, M. Hainge, P. Gilbert & Mrs P. Wordley. 
In attendance:  N Howard (Clerk).
1. Apologies for absence None received. 
2. Disclosures of Interest and Dispensations: Councillor Hainge declared a non-pecuniary interest in Item 5 on      the Agenda (Planning Application P191081/F). 
3. Minutes: Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 20th March2019 were a true and correct record and were duly signed by the Chairman. 
4. [bookmark: _Hlk6492245]Public participation session: The sole focus of public participation centred on (objections to) Item 5 on the Agenda, Planning Application P191081/F, Brynglas, Cusop Dingle, Hay on Wye HR3 5RD – proposed construction of a two storey, three bed dwelling house. This is the second application, as the original had been withdrawn. Seven members of the public voiced opinions as follows: -
· Kate Hainge stated that the application contravenes Clauses 7, 12 and 16 of the Cusop Neighbourhood Development Plan. The provision for parking does not allow for vehicles to drive onto and off the roadway in a forward gear. She has concerns of overshadowing and invasion of privacy. There are issues in respect of sewers, and the run-off of rainwater directly into the road. Parking on the public road will be an issue.
· A member of the public was not happy with the design of the property, as it does not resemble anything else in the Dingle.
· A resident of the Dingle is concerned that the run-off of water into the road would affect their drive and become a flooding issue. She also was concerned with the sewer, the hindering of views and the invasion of privacy.
· Malcolm Derbyshire expressed grave concerns on traffic disruption during the construction stage.
· A parishioner was worried about the impact that (if passed) the application would have on the Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP), generally, considering that the NDP had been approved overwhelmingly. She could not understand why plans had been submitted without any measurements/dimensions shown.
· Margaret Wesley expressed concern on the potential damage to the existing fuel pipeline, and a general discussion ensued on the impact that a ‘breach’ to the pipeline would have.
5. Planning Application: P191081/F, Brynglas, Cusop Dingle, Hay on Wye HR3 5RD – proposed construction of a two storey, three bed dwelling house.
· After discussion the council decided to object to the application by five votes to nil with one abstention.
· The wording of the objection to be sent to Herefordshire Council reads as follows: -
·  “Cusop Parish Council objects to Planning Application P191081/F on the following grounds: -
•    The application contravenes several Clauses in the Cusop Neighbourhood Development Plan: -
    o    Clause 7 – It has a negative impact on the character and the amenity of the immediate neighbourhood.
    o    Clause 12 – The views of Cusop Hill and Mouse Castle from the Cusop settlement and Parish should be protected.
    o    Clause 16 – The Application does not respect the neighbourhood in terms of style, materials, siting, scale or massing. Owing to the lack of measurements/dimensions on the submitted plans it is not possible to make roofline or proportion assessments.
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•    There are concerns regarding rainwater/storm water run-off. There is a contradiction between the Application for Planning and the Design & Access Statement.
•    Herefordshire Council Transportation department specify that vehicles should be able to drive on to and off the roadway in a forward gear.  The submitted plans clearly show that there is no ‘turning area’.
•    There is concern about a sewer that crosses the site carrying effluent from the properties at Thirty Acres.
•    No contingency plans have been specified to cover the event of a breach of the Mainline High-Pressure Fuel Pipeline that crosses the site.” 
6. Community Working Group: No update.
7. Councillors’ Reports. 
· Councillor Wesley had been approached by a parishioner regarding the ‘very faded yellow lines’ at the bottom of the Dingle.  Action on the Clerk to approach Balfour Beatty to rectify.
· Councillor Wesley has submitted the estimate for the Boules Court contract, and work is due to begin shortly.
· Councillor Wesley requested that an item be added to next Agenda in connection with land at the Playing Field following an approach made by adjoining landowner and ancillary correspondence.
· Councillor Wesley requested that the Clerk approach Hay Town Council regarding Merchant Navy Day.
· Following the appointment of the new Lengthsman, it is agreed that the outgoing lengthsman will continue to mow the grass at the Playing Field – and has done so.
· The Annual Parish Meeting will be on 17th May 2019. It was agreed that Councillor Evans would help promote this by way of a ‘letter/leaflet drop’ to the newly occupied properties at Bookers Edge. 
· Councillor Mrs. P Wordley requested that the roadside edges at Trevadoc Bank be cleaned up.
· As she is to stand down Councillor Mrs. P Wordley asked that the Council ensures that the annual wreath laying on Remembrance Sunday continues.
· Councillor Fryers will send in the three quotes for the Playing Field Equipment to Herefordshire Council (and ‘copy in’ the Clerk).
· Councillor Hainge stated that the ‘concrete’ (raised pavement) opposite Snails Hill Cottage and Hillside in Cusop Dingle was in disrepair and causing issues for pedestrians and road users. It was agreed that the Clerk will inform Balfour Beatty accordingly.
· Councillor Evans drew attention to several outstanding issues that had been agreed to be carried out by Herefordshire Council (HC) and were still awaited. The Clerk will liaise with the relevant departments at HC to progress these.
8. Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk presented his report and correspondence.
9. Finance. Councillors signed cheques for payment.
10. Date of next Meeting: The next meeting, which will be the Annual Parish Council Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday 15th May2019, and will take place at Cusop Village Hall starting at 1900 hours.
